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What is an SBHC?

Federal Definition

SBHCs were first defined in federal law in the Children’
Health Insurance Program Reauthorization Act of 2009
PUBLO03.PS (congress.gov) - pg 85

The Patient Protection and Affordable Care Act (2010)
references this definition and expands on it, adding two
new criteria:

* provides, at a minimum, comprehensive primary
health services during school hours to children and
adolescents by health professionals in accordance
with established standards, community practice,
reporting laws, and other State laws, including
parental consent and notification laws that are not
inconsistent with Federal law; and

* does not perform abortion services.
42 USC 280h-5: School-based health centers (house.gov)

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“(9) SCHOOL-BASED HEALTH CENTER.—

“(A) IN GENERAL.—The term ‘school-based health
center’ means a health clinic that—

“() is located in or near a school facility of a
school district or board or of an Indian tribe or tribal
organization;

“(v) A school or school system.

“(vi) A program administered by the Indian Health
Service or the Bureau of Indian Affairs or operated
by an Indian tribe or a tribal organization.”.

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COVID CHANGES

* “As aresult of COVID there has been a stronger relationship between some schools and
SBHCs. Some SBHCs are now viewed as the health care resource on campus.”

“Due to Covid, we received Federal funding from the CDC. We were able to fund 14 SBHC

healthcare partner contracts and two training academies to provide training and technical

assistance to all funded agencies. The SBHCs provide services to 18 counties and 32 school
districts, including seven rural districts.”

* “We were able to direct ARPA funding to SBHCs to help with provider
recruitment/retention, pipeline initiatives, and health equity (hiring CHWs, interpreter
certification, etc.)”
